The purpose of the project: to create conditions for improving the cognitive
and emotional-volitional sphere of children with OPFR by organizing a special
sensory and developmental environment.

Project objectives:

1. Equipment of a sensory room for children with special educational
needs in order to increase the efficiency of the processes of accompanying
children with OPFR, including ASD.

2. Creation of conditions for the development and correction of self-
regulation and relaxation skills, the formation of the ability to manage one's
emotional state; relieving muscle and psycho-emotional tension in a sensory
room.

3. Development of a program of psychological and pedagogical support
of the educational process in a sensory room.

4. Acquaintance of teachers and legal representatives of students with
the work of the sensory room.

The main idea of the project is the creation of a sensory room in an educational
institution in order to provide comprehensive correctional and developmental,
psychological assistance to children with OPFR.
