Correcting students' learning difficulties
in secondary education institutions:
a neuropsychological approach







Project title: "Science with no suffering"” (Correction of students’ learning
difficulties in secondary education institutions: a neuropsychological approach).

Project time frame: 2 years.

Applicant organization proposing the project: State Educational Institution
«Minsk School Ne 46».

The participants of the project have long lasting experience in teaching
students with special needs. Also they are skilled in methodological work.

The professionals of the educational establishment are experienced in writing
and implementing projects of various thematic focuses.

An educational project "Creating a socio-cultural environment in the
education of orphans with special needs™. The project that was aimed at the
adaptation of orphans with special needs in educational establishments and the
prevention of family dysfunction is successfully implemented.

The experience in the field of ""The system-technological organisation of
the educational process as a resource for the development of the capital's
school™ is summarized.

A course of training games "Psychological Kaleidoscope™ was developed.
Activities within the framework of the local initiative of the project ""Art is for
the Inclusion of People with Disabilities' of the parents' club "We Together" of the
Zavodsky district primary organisation of PA "Belarusian association for the support
of children with disabilities and young disabled people™.

Aims of the project:

1. Creating an environment where every child, regardless of his or her level of
development, can develop the abilities given to him or her by nature.

2. The creation of conditions for neurocorrective lessons for pupils with special
needs.

Tasks to be carried out as part of the project:

1. Create conditions for classes with students who have learning difficulties,
students with special needs by equipping a neurocorrection room.

2. Correcting the prime causes of learning difficulties by influencing the
sensorimotor level, taking into account the general patterns of ontogenesis.

3. Integration of people with disabilities into the society of healthy people.

4. Providing the neurocorrection room with the necessary materials and tools.

5. Promotion of the idea of supporting the social inclusion of children with
special needs.

Target group: pupils at school with learning difficulties, pupils with special
needs.

Project relevance:

Teachers in educational establishments more and more often face various
problems of cognitive activity of students, which have a negative impact on the
learning process. Over the past few years, the need for correction of students with
learning difficulties, who have general underdevelopment of speech, autism spectrum
disorders, hyperexcitability, lack of autonomous self-regulation, dysgraphia and other
developmental deficits has been increasing in the state educational establishment



"School Ne46 in Minsk". Learning difficulties are often related to the way the child's
brain works and are a consequence of neurological disorders of various genesis. The
primary school teacher faces the problem of eliminating the causes of academic
failure. At the same time, he or she does not know how to get the brain functioning at
the level sufficient for the students to be able to cope successfully with the learning
tasks. Pedagogical methods are powerless here. These students need
neuropsychological correction methods, sensory integration, and cerebellar
stimulation.

In this situation the main task of a teacher-psychologist, teacher-defectologist
IS to help the teacher improve the effectiveness of teaching children with special
needs. Also, it’s necessary to pay attention to the category of children who, at first
glance, experience minor deficits that have a negative impact on the learning process
as a whole.

Thus, a new neuropsychological approach based on the impact on the sensory-
motor level, taking into account the general patterns of ontogenesis, becomes
relevant. This, in turn, contributes to the intensification of the development of all
higher mental functions. The use of a neuropsychological approach in the correction
of deviant behavior has long established itself as one of the most reliable and
effective in the conditions of correctional and developmental training centers, so the
equipment of a special office at the school will allow to solve the problems of
learning success at a fundamentally new, more effective level. These measures will
improve the quality of training, psychological and pedagogical support, the
effectiveness of the organization of the educational process.

Brief description of the project activities:

1. Neuropsychological diagnostics of students with special needs, students who
experience difficulties with learning process in order to determine the main directions
of correction and preparation of individual correctional programs.

2. Providing the neurocorrection room with the necessary equipment, creation
of a sensory correction zone, acquisition of equipment for cerebellar stimulation.

3. Providing the neurocorrection room with the necessary methodological
materials.

4. Organization of training for school defectologists in methods of
neurocorrection, sensory integration, cerebellar stimulation.

5. Educational work with teachers and parents to promote neurocorrection
methods which are available for individual and group work. Preparation of
methodological booklets, collections and other materials.

6. Synthesis of best pedagogical experience and its dissemination in order to
improve the quality of students’ education.

Expected final results of the project:

1. Increasing the level of correctional psychological and pedagogical assistance
to students experiencing learning difficulties.

2. Creation of a neuropsychological correction room for the work of teachers-
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defectologists, teacher-psychologist in order to improve the quality of assistance
organization to students with psychophysical disabilities.

3. Organization of the necessary assistance to students with learning
difficulties, students with psychophysical disabilities, increasing the competence of
specialists who provide correctional assistance to children.

4. Strengthening the psychophysical and psycho-emotional condition of school
students.

5. Increasing the level of competence of parents and teachers in the
development and upbringing of children with special needs.
