A significant event for the school began the 1998/1999 school year: the street
on which our school is located (and this was Uborevich's passage) became known as
Auezov Street - a Kazakh writer, scientist, public figure. And a memorial to Mukhtar
Auezov was attached to the school building. Its grand opening took place on October
23, 1998. For this event, students and teachers of the school designed a corner
dedicated to Mukhtar Auezov.

Since then, cooperation has begun, joint events have been held.

In 2009, by the decision of the Minsk City Executive Committee, at the request
of the Embassy of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the school was named after Mukhtar
Auezov, a bas-relief board dedicated to the Kazakh writer, playwright, and scientist
was opened.

You can rightfully be proud of the guests who visited the school over the years
of cooperation. This is the son of Mukhtar Auezov - Murat Mukhtarovich Auezov,
and the grandson of Diar Askerovich Kunaev.



Every year, with the support of the Embassy of the Republic of Kazakhstan, we
hold a competition "What | know about Kazakhstan,” as well as a creative
competition on the works of Mukhtar Auezov. The guys study the works of Kazakh
writers, the culture of the country, so that then the most creative of them to express
in their works.

And finally, in November last year, we opened a class on the study of the
Kazakh language, history and culture of Kazakhstan. Ambassador Extraordinary and
Plenipotentiary of the Republic of Kazakhstan to the Republic of Belarus Askar
Beisenbayev, Head of Administration of the Zavodsky District Sergey Maslyak took
part in the opening ceremony, in the format of video conference - Vice President of
the Otandastar Foundation Magauia Sarbasov and Advisor to the President of the
Otandastar Foundation Bolat Didar.

Thus, we support the interest of our students in a friendly country, introduce its
culture and traditions, which, of course, is very important in our difficult time.

All of the above is an important component of our friendship. We do not dwell
on what has been achieved, draw up plans for the future to strengthen ties and in the
future we will work on the development of our friendly relations.
