Abstract
This project aims to develop multimedia educational resources and a
distance learning system that will provide access to modern methods of learning
the Russian language. The project includes the creation of interactive educational
materials, such as video lectures, animations, audio recordings, and interactive
exercises, which will make the learning process more engaging and effective.



The project pays special attention to adapting materials for different
levels of language proficiency, as well as for people with special educational
needs. The project includes training for teachers aimed at integrating new
technologies into the educational process, as well as the development of an online
assessment and feedback system. The implementation of the project's activities
will enhance the language skills of the project participants, increase their
motivation, and facilitate the exchange of cultural experience between Russian
speakers and learners.

Project implementation period: 1 year from the start of project
implementation.

The project goal is to create an accessible and effective educational
environment that promotes the learning of Russian.

Tasks:

1. Develop high-quality multimedia resources for learning Russian;

2. Create an accessible distance learning system for various categories of
students and teachers, regardless of their geographical location, level of
proficiency, or pace of learning.

3. To promote the improvement of knowledge in the field of the Russian
language and speech culture, the improvement of communicative, spelling and
punctuation skills, the development of students' creative potential through
interactive elements and modern technologies;

4. To carry out support and strengthening of the status of the Russian
language as a language of interstate and interethnic communication;

5. To create conditions for the language adaptation of migrants from the
Commonwealth of Independent States;

6. To form a platform for the exchange of cultural experience between
Russian speakers and learners, which contributes to a better understanding of the
language and culture.

Target groups:

Students of various levels of education (schools, colleges, universities)
who study Russian as a foreign or native language — at least 400. Parents of
students who are interested in supporting their children's education and using
distance learning resources to improve their language skills — at least 300. Teachers
who will use the resources to teach Russian and improve their qualifications — at
least 90.

Number of developed resources: videos, presentations - 35 test tasks - 75
placed interactive exercises- 15 User participation: Number of registered users on
the platform - from 500.
